Report of Land Use & Development Committee
March 1, 2008

The land Use & Development Committee of the English Avenue Neighkorhood
Association convened on Thursday, February 21, at Lindsey Street Baptist

Church. The committee reviewed the following application which shall come
before the NPU-L.

The applicant, known as 9Ncrthside Drive, Inc. d/b/a Destination, has applied for
License to Sell Alcoholic Beverages as a nightclub. The appiicant and its agents
made a preliminary presentation to the Association at its February meeting. At
tne direction of the Association President and Committee Chair, the applicant
appeared before the committee. Addressing the questions and concerns of the
committee, the applicant has delivered a site plan showing the parking layout,
vehicular ingress and egress, and has presented the attached proposal outlining
seme community benefits as part of its application.

The Committee’s recommends that EANA supports 9 Northside Drive, Inc. d/b/a
Destination’s application for a license to sell aicoholic beverages as a nightclub
with the following stipulations:

1. The applicant shall require its operator {o hire a minimum of 10 English
Avenue Residents for various staff positions, including, but not limited to,
managerial, servers, kitchen, cooks, bussers, security, parking valets, and
janitorial positions.

2. The applicant anticipates hiring 30 security employees with a composition
of 5 off-duty policemen and 25 private security personnel. Private security
employees will be outsourced to meet the demands of large events should
extra security be needed. Security will be posted inside as well as outside
the building. The number of security personnel will be adjusted depending
upon the event with a minimum of 4 during restaurant operations and 30-
40 during a club or event operations.

3. The applicant shall require the operator to identify all individuals entering
the premises where alcoholic beverages are being dispensed.

4. The applicant agrees to make space available at no cost to the EANA for
community use no less than twice monthly provided a 30-day notice for
such request and the availability of space at the requested time.
